Consideration must also be given to those who
could be impacted upon if in the vicinity of an x-
ray set whilst in operation.

Associated X-ray activity documents and the
specific training that must be undertaken by any
x-ray set operator should ensure the health, safety
and well-being of all persons who could be
affected.
